Materials 
Please note: this hat was made with chunky chenille yarn (Durable 
Velvet), because I made the tree with this yarn as well. 
If you are making the funny christmas tree with 4-ply (fine) cotton 
yarn, use cotton yarn to make the hat. 
 
Some left over chunky chenille yarn in white and in red.  
I used Durable Velvet White 310 and Tomato 318 
Stitch marker 
Crochet hook 4mm (US 6/UK 8) 
 

Used abbreviations (US terms) 
Sc = single crochet 
St = stitch 
Sl. St. = slip stitch 
Bpdc = Back Post Double Crochet 
Fpdc = Front Post Double Crochet 
Dec. = decrease 
Ch = chain 
 

Christmas hat 
With White and Red 
 
Start with White  
1. Ch30, 1sl st in 1st st to make a ring 
2. Ch2, 30dc (30), 1sl st in 2nd ch of round 1 
3. Ch2, alternate between bpdc and fpdc till end (30) 1sl st in 2nd    
ch of row 2 
Continue with Red 
4. 30sc in each stitch around (30) 
5. 6x (3sc, dec.) (24) 
6. 24sc in each stitch around (24) 
7. 6x (2sc, dec.) (18) 
8. 18sc in each stitch around (18) 
9. 6x (1sc, dec.) (12)  
10.-12. 12sc in each stitch around (12) 
13. 3x (2sc, dec. (9) 
14.-16. 9sc in each stitch around (9) 
17. 3x (1sc, dec.) (6) 
18-24. 6sc in each stitch around (6)  
Close the ring with a tapestry needle to close the last stitches and 
fasten off. Weave in ends. 
 



Sew the end of the hat to the main part of the hat with a few 
stitches. 
 
Sew the hat onto the Christmas tree. 
 

  
 
Attach a little colored bell to the Christmas hat or make a pompom 
in the color you like.
